No Limit Texas Ho | d opeksr is played witha  standard 52 card deck. Once
you buy into the tournament, you are given a specific amount of chips. Remember,
t he goal in each tournament is to get your opp
own stack by either beating them in hands or making them fold. At the start of
every hand, two pla  yers at the table must put a predetermined amount of chips
into the pot from their own chip stack. This assures there will be action and gives
each player something to fight for. These forced bets are called the blinds

The Blinds

There are two types of  blinds known as the small blind and the big blind. The

player sitting to the left of the dealer posts the small blind  and whoever sits to the
left of the small blind posts the big blind . After the blinds are posted, two cards
are dealt face down to each p |l ayer at the t abbuten oOTShotatedd e al er

clockwise after each hand is finished. This means every player must eventually post

a blind. In tournaments, the blinds are raised after a certain amount of time making

them very important to win to stay a live as you get deeper in the tournament. As
the tournament progresses, an ante is forced onto all players. This means two
players must post blinds and every player at the table (including the players who

have already posted the blinds) must put a smaller amount of chips into the pot

before they even get their two cards. Once all of your chips are gone, you are out

of the tournament and taking the walk of shame.

knowing when to post your blinds and antes when you are playing online as this is
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all done for you automatically by whatever online poker site you are playing on. So
the cards are dealt and the blinds are posted, now what?

Pre-flop

There are four windows of opportunity to bet where you will either win or
| ose your chips. The person sittingnderthe t he
gun 0 ) iedirstipdrson to act. If you are under the gun, you have a few options at

this point. You can choose to just call the big blind which will give you the

opportunity to see the flop if no one else raises you. You can raise which will force
the other players to put in at least as many chips as you did. If you choose to raise

In No Limit Texas Ho | d éTeumaments

you can bet any amount of your stack once it is your turn to act.
The Flop

After each player has a cha  nce to decide whether or not they will continue
with their hand and the chips are in the pot, 3 community cards are dealt face up.
These cards are used by everyone who decided to enter their chips into the pot to
make the best hand with the cards they were dealt. Another round of betting takes
place. Players also have the option to check which will give the action to the next
player without having to put any chips into the pot. If another player bets, the
player(s) that checked then have to either call the bet or re -raise.

The Turn

After the action is completed on the flop, another card is turned over known
astheturnor Af our t h sdand. &mothdr round of betting takes place starting
with the person to the left of the button.

The River

Once the betting is complete on the turn, the final card is dealt along with
the last round of betting. Using the two cards that were dealt and the 5 community
cards across the board, you make the best 5 card hand. The remaining players flip
over their cards and wh  oever has the best hand wins the pot. So now that you
know how the chips get into the pot let & talk about hand rankings and what hands
beat what.

The following is the hand rankings in order of what hands beat what.

This is when a player has really no hand at all, just a higher ranking card
than the other player. On an unpaired board if someone holds a KQ to the other
players Q10, the KQ would win due to the higher card.

Three ofa  kind

Ot herwi se known as a fAiseto, three of a kind is
cards in your hand and a third card comes out on the board. You can also have
three of a kind if there are two cards out on the board and you hold the third card.
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Straight

A straight consists of any five consecutive cards of different suits. The ace
can count as a high or a low end of the straight.
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Flush
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A flush is any five cards of the same suit. If two players both have a flush,
the player with the higher flush card in their hand will win.
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Full House

A full house is any three cards of the same rank matched with two cards of
the same rank.

willing to deposit into your bankroll. Keep in mind; it is important to play
with money that you can afford to lose . You dondét want to be

Tournament poker is a grind, but if you are equipped with the right tools you

can make some serious cash.

3. Moneybookers i This is the third most popular method for online

gamblers to deposit funds and is offered by some of the largest
poker rooms. Poker players can make deposits into their poker
accounts and purchase chips with ease by having a Moneybookers
account. You canf und your Moneybookers account with several
different options ranging from bank transfers to credit cards.
